• The Canadian Heritage Rivers System is Canada's national river conservation program.
It promotes, protects and enhances Canada's river heritage, and ensures that Canada's leading
rivers are managed in a sustainable manner. The Northwest Territories possesses three of the most
remote and pristine Heritage Rivers in Canada.

• The Arctic Red River offers limitless wilderness experiences to adventurers ready to take on the
challenge of this wild land. Its valley, framed by high mountains, provides rich habitat for Dall's
sheep, caribou, grizzly bear and peregrine falcon.

• One of the world's great wild rivers, the South Nahanni is the centrepiece of Nahanni National Park
Reserve, a World Heritage Site. It surges through steep-walled canyons, meanders past steaming hot
springs, and drops over the spectacular Virginia Falls, twice the height of Niagara.

• The Thelon River winds across the Barren Lands through vast shimmering lakes set like mirrors in
the treeless tundra.

• The Trans Canada Trail is a recreational trail that winds its way through every province and territory
in Canada, linking hundreds of communities along its route. Given the geography of Canada, it is not
a straight line but one that dips and curves to include as much of the population as possible.
